Using the Watch for Official Timing of a Sport Event

After you set a game or event time, the watch will sound an alarm when the time in
the lower display reaches that time.

If the event is interrupted for some reason, you can press (© to pause and resume
timing in the upper display.

e The letters “UTC” is the abbreviation for “Universal Time Coordinated”, which is the
world-wide scientific standard of timekeeping. It is based upon carefully maintained
atomic (cesium) clocks that keep time accurately to within microseconds. Leap
seconds are added or subtracted as necessary to keep UTC in sync with the Earth’s
rotation.
